(7) Other tasks consistent with the mission and vision of the foundation. 

 

Program requirements: 
• One (1) 6 1/2 hour shift per week. 

• 30 hours community service a year (not less than 6 hours in a calendar quarter). 
o Youth Programs, Church, Charity Tournaments, Hole-in-one, etc: 

• Wear official hat and nametag while on duty.  

• Valid driver license. 

• Background check and drug screening
